Somali UK Achievement Awards 09

HAYA, a leading Somali community successfully organized the first 
Somali UK Achievement Awards ceremony. At the Rosedale 
Community College Hall, in Hayes Middlesex .  
 
This event, which was the first of its kind bought together Somali 
people from all over the UK. A total of 326 guests attended which 
was more than anticipated. Those present would vouch that this 
event truly served its purpose in celebrating the accomplishments of 
Somali people in the UK. Amongst the honorable guests were Shrilly 
O’Neil, Mayor of Hillingdon and John McDonnell, Hayes & 
Harlington Member of Parliament.  
 
The renowned Somalian TV channel, ‘Universal TV’ filmed the event 
and broadcasted the ceremony live on 13th February and later 
televised a detailed documentary of the day. 
 
After a careful research and selection process, the winners were 
pre- selected by a vast number of panel members. The winners were 
selected from the following categories; Media, business, sports, 
education and charities. In each category three were highlighted as 
being most successful and most influential in 2009.  
 
The program started with a brief introduction from Rashid Jama, 
director of HAYA, pursued by presentation from nominees, and 
followed by various entertainments acts including music, poetry and 
a culture show. The program was finalized with awards. Award 
winners were asked to approach the stage and collect their awards. 
All gave overwhelming speeches, Silent Cry, a small charity run by 
graduates and students had the audience in tears when they spoke 
about the suffering of the Somali people they help, the audience 
displayed their respect with a standing ovation. The presenter was 
speechless. Cameras were flashing everywhere to capture this 
historical moment, which marked the success of Somali people from 
different generations. Legends of the Somali nation were honored 
with special awards to signify their contribution to the Somali 
community, amid them was Xudeydi, a famous Somali musician.  
Also Mumin Gelle received an Award for new best Atlantic Olympic 
runner.
